Ronald L. Book is a specialist in governmental affairs and
administrative law, with a Juris Doctorate degree from
Tulane University and a Bachelor's degree in Political
Science from Florida International University.

He is a former Director and Special Counsel of Florida
Governor, Bob Graham’s Cabinet and Legislative Affairs
Office and Director of the Administrative and
Governmental Law Department for Miami-based Sparber,
Shevin, Shapo, Heilbronner & Book, one of Florida's most
influential law firms from 1977 to 1987, when it
disbanded.  During part of his tenure with former
Governor Bob Graham, Book also served as Executive
Director of the constitutional revision campaign, "Five for
Florida's Future" raising close to $1.0 million to support
the effort. Over the past decade and a half, he has raised
over $25 million for various candidates and causes.

Growing up on South Beach, an anything but glamorous
place in the late 50’s and 60’s, Roz learned the importance of
sensitivity to human challenge, and at a very young age,
became aware of the reality that every human being has his
or her own story . The area was filled with elderly Holocaust
survivors, who introduced her to their lives by asking her to
handwrite notes to their surviving loved ones since many were
still unable to write in English...an experience that taught Roz
about just what struggles people endured...a lesson that
served as her introduction to how very challenged humans
could be.. And how enduring the human spirit is. This was the
segue to her chosen career as a psychotherapist, and an adjunct professor training new
therapists in gestalt therapeutic skills.

Roz has earned a Masters Degree in Science; Family and Community Therapy Community
Education with two years of Post-Graduate Studies at the Gestalt Institute, an Associate Degree
in Business Administration and she is a Licensed Mental Health Professional and served as a
member of the Florida State Department of Professional Regulation (1981). She also attended
Adelphia Business College.

Today, Rosalind “Roz” Perlmutter is the President of Pearl Artist and Craft and Pearl
Paint. She is a devoted wife, mother of five, successful business woman, talented artist,
philanthropist and activist. She first started down the road of Community Service at the
age of twelve.

In more recent years, she established the “Hearts of Broward” Auxiliary to raise Friends
and Funds for the Ann Storck Center and has chaired the Center’s Celebrity Chefs
Food, Tasting and Auction for five years. She was appointed as Honorary Board
Member for the Ann Storck Center in 2002 and Board Member for the Center in
December of 2006, and came to the ASC when her first adopted daughter’s needs
went far beyond a typical classroom setting...an experience that would impact her
husband and their 5 children’s lives. ...and ultimately, a profoundly handicapped child
who would end up teaching them more about human hope and compassion far
beyond anything they could teach her.

Roz has been the Weitzmann Institute of Science Woman of Vision (2003), the Broward
County Mother of the Year (2003), named to the Committee of 100 Women of the Year
for The American Cancer Society for Gilda’s Club in (1997) and was again honored
several years later for her passionate and dedicated work on behalf of Ann Storck
Center (2006). Roz has been recognized as Broward County Woman of Valor, named
by the Sun Sentinel (1996), has received the Simon Weisenthal Center National
Community Service Award (2000). Roz and Bob, her husband of close to 30 years, were



proud recipients of the Outstanding Community Service award for the Holocaust
Education and Documentation Center (1997), where she also served as Vice President
from 1991 to the to 2000.

In addition to her current positions on the Boards of the Ann Storck Center, Weizmann
Institute of Women in Science, Pediatric Associates Foundation, and Mailman Seigal
Family Center, Roz was a Founding Board Member for Gilda’s Club, South Florida, Love
Jen Family Fest, and served as a Board of Trustees Member for the Joe DiMaggio
Children’s Hospital Foundation, Board of Directors for the Boggy Creek Gang and the
Board of Trustees for the Baudhuin School. She has had the privilege of serving on the
board of the Broward Partnership for the Homeless, served as liaison between the
school board of Broward County School Board and parent advocacy groups in
Broward County, while simultaneously creating a foster children’s advocacy group to
represent special needs foster children in Broward County, called STARS, (Surrogates
Trained in Advocacy Representation),...a full time volunteer position assisting parents
and foster families with the struggles and challenges that families of special needs
children struggle with daily.

She and Bob were glad to be able to assist with homeless families after hurricane
Wilma, and took a young single mother and her two children in to live with the family for
several months to assist them in relocating.

Recently, she has been honored by being asked to serve as a founding member of the
Pediatric Associates Foundation, identifying the needs of chidren and families
throughout south Florida, and creating funding and solutions to assist in gaining support
where possible.

Roz is also an award-winning Artist whose work has been exhibited nationally, including
a 2006 Solo Show in the Villanova University Art Gallery in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania.
Her work has been juried into the Boca Raton Artists Guild and Broward’s 2 Plus 3 and
her art has been featured in national publications: The Pastel Journal, American Artist
Magazine and Dimensions Magazine and Lifestyle magazine.
